Township of Wyckoff Centennial:

1926-2026



Although Wyckoff became known 
as the Township of Wyckoff on November 2, 1926, it had long existed 
as Franklin Township, which itself existed even before the birth of our 
nation. History can be traced as far back as its indigenous people. The 
area was originally inhabited by the Lenape (Delaware) Native Americans, 
specifically the Munsee-speaking subgroup. They lived in harmony among 
the land through hunting, fishing, and farming.

In the 1600s, Dutch settlers colonized the region as part of New 
Netherland. The name Wyckoff is believed to be of Dutch origin, 
possibly derived from ‘Wykhof ’ or ‘Wijkhof,’ referring to a parish or 
court settlement. Land was acquired from the Lenape, and small farming 
communities began to grow.

Wyckoff remained a rural, agricultural community for much of the 1700s 
and 1800s. Farming, milling, and fruit orchards dominated the local 
economy. During this period, the area was part of Franklin Township, 
which was established in 1771 and originally consisted of what is today 
Ho-Ho-Kus, Ridgewood, Midland Park, Oakland, Franklin Lakes, and 
Wyckoff. Over time, these areas seceded and were incorporated as their 
own municipalities: Ho-Ho-Kus in 1849, Ridgewood in 1876, Midland 
Park in 1894, Oakland in 1902, and Franklin Lakes in 1922. As each 
municipality was created, the size of Franklin Township decreased. 
By 1922, Franklin Township included only the area known locally as 
Wyckoff. On November 2, 1926, residents voted to change the name from 
Franklin Township to the Township of Wyckoff.

Today, Wyckoff is a thriving suburban town with a population of 
approximately 17,000. It is known for preserving its historical character 
while offering modern amenities.
